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Lively discussions take plece among the Russisn emigre circles in the US as

to the possible future fate of Russiam, in the event of another war. The msjority
of the lemders and democratic Russian intellectusls consider that waer is
inevitable and that nothing ghort of war can stop the Soviet drive %o form &
so-called Eurasis, which would be a ‘gort of political and economic organism
with Burope end Asias united under direct Soviet control.

The Soviet presencs in the heart of BEurope on the Baltic-Adriatic line must
cause eventusl Soviet progress as far as the Atlantic. This in turn will
provoke a reaction from the western powers who will need to use miligary force
to push the USSR back to 1ts natural frontlers.

A1l the Russian groups foresee a Soviet defeat, in the event of anotier war, and
this is why they are already making plans with an eye to Russia's future. The
general tactics of the Russian politiclans 1is to create a widespresd belief thet
the Russisn nation and the Soviet regime are two very different things, and thet
the responsibility for the present state of affalrs rests with the Eremlin, which
is not only the enemy of democrecy, but also of the entire Russian nation.

Russis should be conserved as & democratic federation within the 1917 frontiere;
its disintegration would be a misfortune, from the political and economic points
of view, both for Europe end the wor) According to0 some Russiens, the end of
the "Soviet Imperium” is inevitable, nﬁi one
of the prominent pro onents of this idea. In numercus articles, 1o¢ and
conversations,tl predicts the inevitable outbreak of war between

the East and the West and the defeat of the USSR, which from e general Christien-
Democratic point of view, he does not construe as a defeat for the Hussian nation.
On the contrary, he foresees & new end brighter phese in the history of Russis.

The political and jntellectual circles of the Russian emigres outwaraly -do-not nlwe
agree with :lpolitical analysis and his historical vigion, nevertheless
most of them, in their hearts, believe thet his predictions mre right,
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hmong other historical theses, [:::%::::::::]contends that, althourh the majority
of the "iielkorusy" (Great Russlans) hate the Soviet regime, there is no unity

in hatred amony the Russian nations. The Russisn minorities hate the Bolshaviks

and would like to part from Hussie, where Dolshevism was born. The "reel Russian”
does not understsnd it; he considers that nll are equally responsible for the
present state of affairs, Bolghevigm being the result of common mistakes. Although
the Bolshevlk Perty has absorbed all the revolutionery snd bandit slements {rom
different nations of the USSR, the so-called "Great Russians" formed the ideological
core of the party. Bolsheviamm had no difficulty entrenching itself in lioscow and
Leningrad. Central Russis had almost no civil war, while the distant minoritles
on the outskirts of Russig opposed it violently. There must be something in the
nistorical past of "Great Kussia," which proves to be particularly susceptible to
Bolshevism, more so than the other parts of the Empire. lMaybe the autocratic rezime
wns the reason for it.

1t is difficult to see what is hanpening benind the Iron Curtain of the tvotalitarien
regime of lies. There are three fectors, however, which indicate the growth of
separatism in the USSRi

(a) MAccording to Russisn refugees, the me jority of the prisoners in concentretion
" camps are from minority groups, mostly sent there as sples.

(b) After the conclusion of the world .ar II, the Soviet Govermment abolished
five republics for their alleged collaboration with the Germans. These
republics are not large, but very significant. The Germans had no time to
occupy the others. The Ukraine also deserved the same treatment, but 1t was
difficult to abolish the Ukraine, without much publicity and shame, It is
very well kmown thet the Ukrainian militery organizations fought on the
German side, that e new Ukrainian Orthodox Church was formod, and & nsw
government of the Ukraine was in the making.

(¢) The new emigration of the disaffected is another proof of the separatistic
tendencies within the USSR. There are no Russian minorities among the
various emigrs groups; they form their own orgenizations and do noi care
o maintain gontact with the rest. No nation hates the Scviets more than
the Ukreiniang, whom the Soviets still wrongly consider part of the USER.
The era of the last emigration, when the political leaders of all the USSR
nations were commonly awaiting the advent of & revolutionary fizhi for
"our and your freedom" has definitely passed away.

Prognostiontions as to the Disinterration of the USSR,

It is not very difficult to foresée that in the event of a Soviet defeat the Soviet
regime will not only collapse, but the individual Soviet nations will start a
revolution against Hoscow. Economic and political reasons will then assune
completely new aspects. To be & part of the USSR will mean, in the event of a
Soviet defeat, & share in its responsibility and its tragic fate. On the other

hand the victors will be faced with the sume problem, with which they werc confronted

problem of how to eatablish order throughout the territories of eastern Turope.

The first steps will be made easier by military occupation.
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The possibility of war and of an eventuml Soviet defeat will profoundly
shake every Russian who has not yet severed the last link with hig counvry
and culture. Theoretieally therc still ia a chance that the war cen e
avoided should the Bolshevik regime suddenly collapse in the USSR. Bug

the chences are sxtremeiy small, and even this would not change the febe of ths
Soviet Empire, and would not stop the process of disintegretion. 1If ths
Bolshevik regime, which hes oppresscd Russia for the last 30 years comes

to a sudden end, all the deeply expiosive revolutionery end separatistic
tendencies of the Russian nations will at once be let lovose. A period of
chaos will begzin, during which the iussisn nation will judge 1ts oppressors
end try, as in 1917, to split away from the USSR.

The future occupation of Russis cannot be avoided. It will have to be done

nationalistic tendencies. The vccupation is unavoidable, because tine
Russisn nation, which hates Bolphevism, hes nevertheless beecn schooled by
it. The Russians disaffected in Germany profess the idea of a demcerstic
federated Russian republic with freedom and without Socialism. This can
only be achieved through war. The future of Europe depends on ths success
of the idea of a democratic federation.
